Play is one of the most important elements of  
early development. Play-based learning, or free-play is self-chosen, enjoyable and  
process-orientated.

Space Station

Events Room – $7,500  
Birthday parties, family events, programs, field trips and more all enjoy access to the 
event room. Sponsorship includes your businesses name above the Event Room and 
will display your commitment to the CCM in a highly visible way.  

Monadnock Munchkins – $5,000  
Young children can play, explore and imagine in the Monadnock Munchkin zone.  
A toddler size kitchen, large soft blocks, slide and mirrors, allow children to expand 
their curiosities through sight, touch and sound. Designed for children ages 0-2 
years. 

Space Station – $5,000  
“Houston, can you hear me?” Let your imagination take over as you press buttons 
and flip switches to guide a space mission from the command center.  Fellow  
astronauts strap into the space capsule to ascend into the sky. Children learn about 
our solar system through the interactive wall and telescope. 
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Food Market – $5,000  
Imitate the role of a shopper, stocker, customer 
and more in this child-sized grocery store. Filled 
with a wide assortment of realistic play food in 
the store setting, complete with a cash register 
and shopping carts! Children engage in creative 
play while developing fine and gross motor skills, 
explore new foods, sorting, counting and learning 
cooperation and social skills. 

News Anchor Desk  – $5,000  
Report the latest community news in our brand-new News Anchor Desk! Equipped 
with a camera, sound equipment, lights and a green screen, children bring the latest 
news and happenings to the CCM community. This exhibit will be developed during 
the Summer and launched just in time for the new school year. 

Auto Repair Shop – $5,000  
Hands-on fun allows children to fix our Jeep! Young mechanics change spark plugs, 
replace the oil, switch tires and fill up the tank with gas. Children also race cars on our 
track to see which ones are the fastest, and play a xylophone made from wrenches. 

Veterinarian Clinic – $5,000  
Put on your lab coat and head into the CCM veterinarian clinic! Children examine 
pets, look at animal x-rays and watch over them as their wait for their owners to pick 
them up. All animals are transferred safely in our pet carriers!

Food Market
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Construction Zone – $5,000  
Build anything you can dream of in our construction zone. Building materials are  
interchanged regularly to encourage unstructured, child-directed play where they 
are the architects. Children can also hop in the Cat to do some digging. Perfect for  
a variety of ages, the construction zone encourages open-ended play while foster-
ing intellectual, social, physical and emotional development. 

Post Office – $3,500  
In our post office children use their imaginations as they sort mail, weigh  
packages and run mail delivery routes throughout the museum. Post cards from 
around the world have been sent to CCM over the past 10 years. Enjoy all the  
pictures and letters.

Food Truck – $5,000  
Hop on a swivel stool to have your order 
taken or be the chef! Serving up only the 
finest pizzas and ice cream in the city. At 
our food truck, children use critical think-
ing skills as well as creativity as they take 
orders, prepare food, make change and 
wash dishes. 

NH Cog Railway – $3,500  
All aboard, the Mt. Washington Cog Railway and train 
depot. Children role-play being a conductor, while 
they ring the bell, and chug up the mountain.   
Fellow passengers roll train cars around the town, up 
and over bridges, through the trees, and around the 
curves on our train tables. Children naturally gather to 
play as they imitate noises and immerse themselves 
into the wonderful world of trains.

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A Day on the Lake – $5,000   
Grab a life jacket, fishing pole and hop in the boat  
for a paddle around the lake! Visitors have the  
opportunity to catch fish, spot the native wildlife or 
just enjoy sitting on the dock watching the world pass 
by. It is a favorite spot in the museum to take photos.

Bank and Spiral  
Wishing Well – $5,000  
Young bankers role-play as the bank teller or  
customer in the CCM Bank. Making deposits and  
withdrawals, using the ATM, matching currency and  
opening the safe, are all fun activities children  
engage in to build financial vocabulary, basic math  
concepts, problem solving and social skills. 

New Hampshire State Park – $5,000 
Go camping in the Lakes Region and take in the 
fresh air! In our state park, children go fishing in a 
boat, row a canoe, sit around the campfire, explore 
animal tracks and identify the wildlife.

School Bus and School 
House – $5,000  
Grab your backpack and get ready for a ride! Families of all ages love to go over  
the bumps and hills on their way to school. No fooling around in the back of the 
bus. The bus driver can see you in the mirrors, call your name over the speaker and 
even report you to base. As the bus screeches to a halt, students arrive at the CCM 
Schoolhouse. Children practice their handwriting, matching letters, shapes and col-
ors or even write a poem on our new interactive white board! 

School Bus and School House
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Magnificent Magnets – $5,000  
On our large magnetic wall, children explore force and motion by linking 
 together colorful gears and ball chutes. Problem solving, gravitational pull, and 
cause and effect will engage curious learners of all ages.

Come Fly Away – $3,500  
Jump in our full-size airplane and soar through the air! Young pilots love pretending 
they can fly with the birds and look down on the world below. This spectacular 
discovery station is truly an epitome of the CCM vision, “play to learn, explore with 
curiosity, and imagine anything is possible.”

Lego Station – $3,500

Build it small, build it tall! The possibilities 
are limitless once kids get their hands on 
the LEGO and Duplo blocks in the Lego 
station! With a large assortment of LEGO 
and Duplo blocks at their disposal, kids  
make friends with other children, while 
building their creations on the Lego walls 
and free-standing stations.

A favorite at CCM, the fire truck exhibits truly foster 
imagination and builds self-confidence. 

Artist Corner – $3,500  
Create a new project each day with the materials in our artist corner. Following the  
seasons and holidays, diverse art projects are designed to allow young artists to  
explore a wide variety of mediums and techniques. Artistic expression and creativity  
are encouraged while children develop fine motor skills and abstract thinking. 

Healthy U Dental – $5,000

Children sit in the dentist chair to brush 
a puppet’s teeth or examine the sets of 
chompers on the counter.

                 A-MAZING AIRWAYS EXHIBIT  SAMPLE FUNDING TEXT 

 

Air is a powerful and important resource 
and has the potential to meet our energy 
needs all over the world. Wind farms and 
resources using wind energy can be found 
throughout the United States as well as 
abroad. The human race also needs clean 
air to breathe in order to thrive.  Because 
of this, air and wind energy is an 
important topic for children and all 
citizens of the 21st century.   

Air and wind energy are embedded in the 
everyday experiences of even the 
youngest, non-reading children but 
research shows that even most adults 
have little knowledge and are unaware of 
its impact on their lives and potential to 
change the future.    

In order to tap that potential, we need skilled scientists and STEAM workers to lead critical efforts 
towards energy independence. Yet America is lagging behind other countries in science and STEAM 
education. We need to develop the knowledgeable, scientific workforce that is needed by providing 
the education, motivation and experiences necessary to pursue science and related careers. 

The latest research in child development shows that children build brain architecture by forming 
ideas and questions about how the world works at a very young age as early learning experiences 
create connections in their brains. The need for children to construct their own knowledge, become 
skillful, critical problem solvers, and apply the scientific process to make predictions, as well as test 
their theories and form conclusions is of paramount important as children prepare for their futures.  

The internationally acclaimed A-Mazing Airways exhibit addresses these twenty-first century issues.  
A-Mazing Airways introduces air and wind energy by making the concept of air concrete using moving 
air/ wind. The interplay of objects with the moving air and air under pressure (pneumatics) makes it 
possible for air to be explored in many of the same ways that children experiment with water, 
another fluid with important relationships to air.   

MindSplash A-Mazing Airways is a large open-ended pneumatic air exhibit that empowers visitors to 
test their own theories about air and create new knowledge and understanding of how air works.  It 
was developed as part of the NSF Airworks for Kids grant using research about children’s
